The institution of the Thessaloniki Book Fair has established a dynamic presence the
last 10 years and signals the passage in the state of “maturity " by creating strong co-
operations with the involved parties and by opening *windows" of extraversion in
Greece as well as abroad.

Thessaloniki and classical music create an unconscious link
to the Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra. For the last
fifty years the T.5.5.0. has advanced to one of the foremost
representative and exportable values ofthe city, as well as one of
the two most important symphonic ensembles of the country.
The T.5.5.0. with its almost sixty years of musical existence,
has succeeded in introducing
classical music into  the
city's everyday life, through
educational programs, weekly
concerts and recordings with
international labels. It was
founded in 1959 by Solon
Michailidis and during the
past decades, conductors of
international acclaim  hawve
been the artistic directors,
while at the s=zame time
significant  artists of the
intermational  music  stage
have collaborated with it

Today the T.5.5.0. numbers

around one hundred and

ten musicians and its current
artistic director is Alexandre

Mhyrat.

Apart fromits regular concerts,
which take place on a weekly
basis in the dty of Thessaloniki, the Orchestra has invested in
interesting and original programs, that combine more than
one arts or music styles together, like the accompaniment of
silent films, productions of operas and ballet, symphonic rock
concerts, concerts in alternative venues. In this framewaork the
Orchestra also adds concerts of a social character for vulnerable
social groups, appearances in prisons, hospitals, schools and
other social institutions.

As a continuation of its educational background, the Orchestra
organizes each year programs that aim in bringing classical
music closer to younger generations. One of these is the policy
of "open rehearsals”, which gives the opportunity to schools
of and around the city to participate in rehearsals, talk to
the musicians and become acquainted with the orchestra’s
instruments. Part of its educational activity is also dedicated
to the promotion of young talents, through competitions for
young artists, who are given the chance to participate with the
orchestra in its concerts, during their first steps in their artistic
Career.

In the past few years as well, the Orchestra is also a pioneer
on a national level thanks to collaborations with international
labels such as MAXOS, EMI, BIS, with which they record rare and
special works that receive excellent reviews and awards both in
Greece and abroad.

The Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra performs all
over Greece. Each year the schedule includes tours and
performances in the countryside and the larger cities, as well
as a stable presence in the most important national music
festivals of the country. In the past years the Orchestra has also
toured abroad, performing in France, Italy, Germany, the Czech
Republic, Cyprus and China.

A number of important artists and conductors have
collaborated with the Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra,
a fact that affirms the T.5.5.0% standing as one of the leading
ensembles of symphonic music abroad.

Since 2007 the T.5.5.0. has its own Rehearsal Hall, which is
located on Mikis Avenue, in which concerts of chamber music
and other events take place.

He discovers music
atthe age of 13.5even years later he conducted his first concert
at the International Fair of Records and Music Publishing in
Cannes in 1970, with the Orchestra of Monte Carlo.

Following the establishment of the Sinfonietta Picardie
Orchestra in 1984, where he was artistic director until 1989,
He conducted many recordings for the BBC and for three
consecutive years he conducted the Edinburgh Youth
Orchestra.

In 1991, he began his collaboration with the Megaron Athens
Music Hall. During the same year he founded La Kamerata.
During his 20 years working with La Kamerata, he has a
conducted a number of important recordings for labels such
as EMI, ARTION RECORD, BLUE MOTE and AGORA.

He is a member of the Academie Lyrique of Vandome since
2006 and permanent quest conductor of the Tirgu Mures
Philharmonic since 2008,

In 2011, hewas appointed as artistic director of the Thessaloniki
State Symphony Orchestra. He focuses on renewing the
Orchestra and increasing its appeal to a younger audience.

Pavlos Metaxas was born in Thessaloniki in 1980,
He received his first violin lessons at the age of 7 at
the Contempaorary Conservatory of Thessaloniki. In
January 20071 he received his diploma on the vialin
(class of M. Archonti) with distinction. In September
2000 he was admitted to the State Conservatory of
Thessaloniki and began taking lessons
in viola with Chara 5Seira. He graduated
with distinction and a First Prize in June
2004, During the same year he par-
ticipated at the “Talents — Filonas Prize”
competition where he received the First
Prize.

PETER WARLOCK (1894 - 1930)

Peter Warlock (pseudornym of Philip Heselting) was born in Lon-
don. Despite the fact that he was self-taught, he was undoubt-
edly the best English compaoser of melodies since Purcell’s time.
His style derives from John Dowland, and he was also a huge
supporter of Frederick Delius music, who was a close friend and
mentor. Heseltine was a combative journalist and a radical mu-
sician who used *Peter Warlock " both to get over the suspicious-
ness of the London music circles he inspired until 1918 and as a
reference to his interest in the occult practices. His Capriol suite
for string orchestra is one of his most popular works, along with
his equally important Folksong Preludes for piano and his large
number of choral works and melodies. He was found dead at
the age of 36 in his coal-gas filled flat.

RALPHVAUGHAN WILLIAMS (1872 - 1958)

Ralph Vaughan Williams was born in Gloucestershire. He stud-
ied at the Royal College of Music befare leaving to study abroad
(Berlin and Paris). He is the first original British composer after
Purcell. He maintained only the techniques he acquired from
his studies abroad and developed his personal style around
the folklore, expressing the charm of these melodies and the
richness of their variations. At the same time, the spirit of the
folk melodies in his songs laid the foundations for his national
tradition. Peter Ackroyd described Vaughan Williams' music
eloguently:“If that Englishness in music can be encapsulated in
waords at all, those words would probably be: ostensibly famil-
iar and commonplace, yet deep and mystical as well as lyrical,
melodic, melancholic, and nostalgic yet timeless.” He served as
president of the English Folk Dance and Song Society and dur-
ing his lifetime he collected over 800 folk songs, carols, dances
of Norfolk and traditional sounds from every part of the Great
Albion.

BENJAMIN BRITTEN (1913 - 1976)

Benjamin Britten was born in Suffolk. He was an exceptional
pianist, as well as a conductor and composer and he took his
first music lessons from his mother, who was a singer, at the
age of 4 and went on to study with the renowned composer,
Frank Bridge. In 1939 he moved to the LL5.A. for 3 years, where
he composed what was to be his first in a long list of operas that
placed him among the most influential composers of the genre
in the 20th century. The human voice was a huge source of in-
spiration for Britten. He composed vocal and symphonic music,
concerts, chamber music and music for the cinema, while he
also enjoyed composing music for children and amateurs. His
waorks are characterized by an eccentric ideal, that mixes the
most heterogeneous styles into a totally personal language. He
was appointed to the Order of Merit and accepted a life peer-
age.

WILLIAM BYRD (1543 - 1623)

William Byrd was born in Lincoln. He was a student of Thomas
Tallis. He started as an organist at Lincoln Cathedral and later
he received a similar post at the Chapel Royal, together with his
mentor Despite being a catholic he was favorably received by
the Elizabethan court. He is, without a doubt, one of the most
impaortant representatives of the English polyphonic tradition.
He composed a huge amount of works, mostly religious, that
equal those of the great masters of the Renaissance. Equally

impaortant to his vocal compositions, are his instrumental ones.
Byrd was a musical genius, who excelled in every musical genre
of his time in a unique way. He used every means at his disposal
to compose music. His 470 compositions are the testament to
his being one of the greatest masters of the Renaissance.

GUSTAV HOLST (1874 - 1934)

Gustav Holst was born in Cheltenham. He studied at the Royal Cal-
lege of Music, where he would return later as an instructor. Unigue,
gifted with a strong personality and an inguiring mind, he was
particularly interested in the culture and literature of the East. As
an ethnomusicologist he worked hard to safeguard the traditional
English music. He composed 7 operas, great choral works, one sym-
phonic suite, a concert, pieces for piano, music for brass bands and
rmany melodies. While his first compositions are under the influence
of Ravel, Strauss and Wagner, Holst gradually developed a personal
style, incorporating more traditional elements. Despite the fact that
his works were not a complicated as Stravinsky's or Webbern's, they
remained daring for a British composer and as a result he often met
with opposition in his country. He influenced important composers
such as Tippett and Britten. He was awarded the Gold Medal of the
Royal Philharmonic Company and was a member of the Royal Cal-
lege of Music.
